Usually, when a person is suffering from an injury or illness
aboard a ship offshore, instructions are given by a doctor
through medical communications. However, in case a doctor is
necessary for the treatment, whether the ship-owner or the
agent (hereinafter called a “ship-owner or equivalent”) or
directly, the Japan Coast Guard Facilities as well as MEMC are
requested to dispatch a doctor who can perform a visit offshore.

However, in case that a ship-owner has subscribed to PI (Protection and Indemnity) insurance, the expense of the ship-owner will
effectively decrease as the liability cost will be compensated by the deviation cost reimbursed by the Pl insurance.

If the injured or sick person who requires the Marine Emergency Medical-care Center has subscribed to a seafarers insurance from
Japan, the ship-owner liability cost will be reduced by ¥ 56,045 (the current amount) corresponding to the financial assistance
provided by the seafarers insurance.
